All parish councillor places are up for election in
May 2027.

Impact of the Local Government Re-organisation is
currently unknown. There will be a new authority of
some size and description, replacing NKDC and
LCC. A number of different proposals were put
forward by these principal authorities and
Government is due to announce its decision in July.

Any new changes to come into effect on 1 April
2028.
